Hair e Hair kept clean and neatly groomed o Extreme hairstyles that distract from the business
e Boys hair may not extend past the collar, earlobe or like environment of the classroom. Example: Mo-

Hair in the student’s eyes

Unnatural coloring i.e. green, purple, bright red, etc.
Hair rollers and styling clips

Boys with ponytails or pigtails

Goatees, beards, mustaches, or facial hair

Symbols, words, designs, or slogans cut into the hair
or eyebrows

e Faces must be clean shaven.
e Sideburns no longer than earlobes

FINAL AUTHORITY: Administrators will have complete and final judgment on all matters concerning interpretation of the
dress code. Matters concerning appearance and dress not specifically covered above shall be at the discretion of the administration.

CONSEQUENCES: If the campus administration determines that a student’s grooming violates the dress code, the student
shall be given the opportunity to correct the problem at school. If not corrected, the student shall be subject to one of the fol-
lowing based on number of dress code violations:

1. Given the opportunity to fix the problem or call someone to bring them appropriate clothing.

Detention

In School Suspension the day of the violation.

Suspended for the remainder of the day.

Students will be assigned after school clean-up duty.

Habitual offenders could be subject to fines.

EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES: The principal, in cooperation with the sponsor or coach of an extra-curricular ac-
tivity, may regulate the dress and grooming of students who participate in those activities.

DISCRETIONARY DAYS: The principal may designate up to 8 days per year as “discretionary days” and has the authority
to establish a particular mode of attire for those special occasion days or a part of those days. Students who do not choose to
participate on those days are required to follow the student dress code policy.

PEP RALLIES AND OTHER SPECIAL EVENTS: The principal in cooperation with the sponsor or coach, may regulate
the dress and grooming of students who participate in special events such as pep rallies. Participants in those activities are
still required to follow dress code policy in academic classes on those days.
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
